History of Present Illness: This is a 24-year-old gentleman with history of primary generalized epilepsy. Recurrent seizure. The patient has problem with the compliance and often misses his medication. Whenever the patient misses his dose, he has a breakthrough seizure. The patient is anxious and not definitively clear why he does not take his medications on regular basis. Last seizure about three weeks ago. The patient’s previous Depakote level was low and probably he was not taking on regular basis. The patient is currently on Lamictal 300 mg twice a day and Depakote 750 mg twice a day. The patient continues to have excessive weight.

Physical Examination: Vitals: Blood pressure 120/70, pulse 72, and weight 323 pounds. Rest of the examination is unchanged.

Assessment: This is a 24-year-old gentleman with history of intractable epilepsy consistent with primary generalized epilepsy.

Plan: Continue Lamictal 300 mg twice a day. Continue Depakote ER 750 mg twice a day. On followup visit, we will get a repeat EEG and Depakote level. The compliance is in question and the patient is counseled for medication compliance. Seizure precautions discussed with the patient.
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
