History of Present Illness: This is an 15-year-old male with history of behavioral problems, possible bipolar, seizure disorders, excessive fatigue and sleepiness. No clear history if the patient had any breakthrough seizure, but there is no history of any generalized clinical seizure. The patient is currently on Lamictal 100 mg twice a day and ethosuximide 250 mg twice a day.

Current Medications: Lamictal, clonidine, Ventolin, Singulair, triamcinolone, gabapentin, ethosuximide, Eskalith CR. No recent EEG. The patient is compliant with his medications.

Physical Examination: Vitals: Blood pressure 122/74. pulse 84, and weight 216 pounds with cloths. The patient continued to gain excessive amount of weight. Very fatigued and often sleeps. No eye to eye contact. The patient is hard to keep awake during the conversation. Cranial nerves normal, bilateral, symmetric and physiologic. Motor strength, excessive muscle mass, decreased tone. Good muscle strength in upper and lower extremity. Sensory: Light touch, pinprick, and vibration difficulty to determine in view of patient’s lack of cooperation. Reflexes, diffusely diminished but symmetric.

Assessment: This is a 15-year-old male with history of behavioral problems, bipolar disorders, and learning disability. The patient has primary generalized epilepsy, currently on Lamictal and ethosuximide. No recently clinical seizure.
Plan: We will continue current medications. We will repeat EEG in a month. If EEG is normal, we will slowly titrate the medication and the patient may grow out of the seizures in his late teens and if continued to persist abnormal activity, then he would end up on antiepileptic medications for rest of his life. Plan discussed with foster mother. We will follow up after the EEG.
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
