LIMITED CT OF THE CHEST WITH IV CONTRAST

FINDINGS: The images presented are from a level near the carina into the lung bases and include portions of the central chest structures. These images are viewed in soft tissue, lung, and bony detail. The heart and adjacent vascular structures will be described elsewhere. No lung parenchymal abnormality identified. The visualized bony and soft tissue structures are unremarkable. This study contained 30 limited axial images. There is hyperexpansion of the lung fields. There is an old granulomatous calcification in the right mid to upper lung field laterally measuring 6 x 7 mm. There is a degree of rotatory scoliosis of the thoracolumbar spine with degenerative bony changes.
IMPRESSION: Unremarkable appearance of the visualized chest structures.
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
