Mr. Mason was seen for a followup visit. He was accompanied by his father. The patient is doing well now. He is up doing his normal activities. He does not have any side effects. He denies any complaints at this moment. He complains of no pain in his back, shoulders, hips, or pelvis. He has recovered from the accident that he was involved fully. The father also tells me that the patient is doing very very well. He has not had any complaints whatsoever. He is going to school full time and he is also participating in all the sport activities without any complaints.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Physical examination reveals the patient is alert and oriented x3. He is afebrile. His vital signs are stable. Medically stable. Neurologically, he is intact. Affect is good. He is walking independently without any assisted device. He is not using a cane or walker. Gait is normal. Walking on his heels and toes are normal. Affect is fair. Range of motion of the spine is normal. Examination of the pelvic is normal.

ASSESSMENT: Status post motor vehicle accident with pelvic injury, which has resolved. Also lower back injury, which has resolved. Myofascial pain resolved.

RECOMMENDATIONS: My recommendation is that the patient will resume full normal activities. There is no need for him to come to the office and to be seen here anymore. The patient’s father was told that he has any problem he is of course more than will come to be seen. Otherwise, I have discharged the patient there is no need to be seen here.
