Dear Dr. Grainger:

This is a followup note on Ms. Billie. She is a 60-year-old lady with a history of diffuse large B-cell lymphoma stage IAE who initially presented with thyroid mass, status post CHOP, Rituxan, radiation therapy, and maintenance Rituxan. She returns today for a followup. Clinically, she is doing well. Her daughter was recently diagnosed with diabetes and she had multiple tests done before it led to this diagnosis. Therefore, the patient had not followed up with the colonoscopy. In the meantime, today she also has been having some urgency and urinary frequency for the last two days. No fevers, chills, or back pain.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

1. Possible UTI.

2. Diffuse large B-cell lymphoma stage IAE in 2007 of the thyroid, status post CHOP, Rituxan, radiation therapy, and maintenance Rituxan.

3. Psoriasis.

4. Left ovarian cyst increasing size with increased endometrial stripes, scheduled to see Dr. Linda Morgan.

PLAN:

1. Discussed with the patient. We will get a PET scan.

2. The patient is to follow up with Dr. Linda Morgan now that her daughter is healing well for evaluation of the enlarging ovarian cyst and the increased endometrial stripes. She most likely will need hysterectomy.

3. CBC, CMP, and LDH.

4. Call Dr. Grainger’s office today and he will be seeing the patient for the urinary tract symptoms.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
