Dear Dr. Swaminathan:

This is a followup note on Ms. Mitchell. She is a delightful 85-year-old African-American female with a history of gastric cancer arising from focal high-grade dysplasia, status post gastrectomy, and original surgery in 2007. She returns today for a followup. She is accompanied by her daughter. They are emotionally very disturbed because her husband had a stroke and has not had any meaningful recovery four months ago after contaminated epidural steroids resulting in fungal meningitis. The patient had some episodes of sinusitis and saw Ocala ENT and was given some nasal sprays and apparently is feeling better. No abdominal pain, urinary or bowel complaints. No fevers, chills, or night sweats.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

LABORATORY DATA: Hemoglobin 11.2, platelets stable, and white count 3.6.

IMPRESSION:

1. Mild chronic anemia.

2. Gastric cancer, status post gastrectomy in 2007, stage I disease.

PLAN:

CBC, CMP, and CEA. If this is stable, we will see her back in three months. To be noted, colonoscopy in 2009 was normal and EGD in December 2011 was normal.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
