Mr. Arthur was seen for followup visit. He recently has undergone surgery of the right shoulder. The surgery was done by orthopedic physician, Dr. Cillo. Dr. Cillo has put the patient on restriction for now, but he would lie or him to start some type of physical therapy. The patient surgery happened about a week or two ago. It is very much limited. Range of motion of the shoulders are concerned. The surgery was done on the right side.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Physical examination reveals the patient is alert and oriented x3. He is afebrile. Vital signs are stable. He has extreme limited range of motion of the right shoulder with abduction, forward flexion, internal and external rotations are extremely limited. He has no significant motion of the right shoulder. Internal rotations are only 5 degrees, external rotation 10 degrees, abduction is not more than 10-15 degrees, and forward flexion of more than 10-15 degrees.
ASSESSMENT: Status post motor vehicle accident with shoulder injury for which the patient has undergone surgery of the right shoulder. I have not received the surgical report from Dr. Cillo. It is my hope that I will receive it for now the patient will continue his attending care and home replacement service. He will also need medication to be continued. He will also resume appropriate physical therapy to improve the range of motion or strengthen the rotator cuff muscles. Otherwise, I will see the patient in four weeks.
