FINDINGS: Axial images are presented through the chest without IV contrast and these are viewed in soft tissue and long windows. The lung parenchyma is unremarkable in appearance. There is no evidence of adenopathy. Soft tissues and bony structures are unremarkable in appearance. The lung fields are hyperexpanded. There are calcifications which appears scattered throughout the visualized portions of the pancreas which are included in the upper abdomen as imaging progressed into the lung bases. This could suggest pancreatic medical disease.

IMPRESSION: Unremarkable none contrast CT of the chest.
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
