Dear Dr. Kumar:

This is a followup note on Mrs. Lamariana. As you recall, she is a 67-year-old lady with a history of essential thrombocythemia, JAK-2 positive. She is on hydroxyurea for many years. She is currently on every other day, doing well. Her platelets have been very stable. She also has a history of intraocular melanoma followed in the Villages Hospital by ophthalmology. She feels well. Denies any abdominal pain, urinary or bowel complaints. No fevers, chills, or night sweats.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

PET scan in October was normal.

IMPRESSION:

1. Essential thrombocythemia, JAK-2 positive, on Hydrea 500 mg every other day, well controlled.

2. Palpitations, on long-term atenolol.

3. Peripheral vascular disease, on Pletal.

4. Right eye intraocular melanoma, status post radiation therapy with implant followed at Villages by ophthalmology.

PLAN:

CBC, CMP, and LDH today. If this is normal, we will see her back in three months. Continue Hydrea 500 mg q.o.d. and CBC every month.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
