Dear Dr. Raju:

This is a followup note on Mrs. Porter. She is a 58-year-old lady with a history of iron deficiency anemia who got IV iron. She is status post gastric bypass with low ferritin and low B12 level. She returns today for a followup. Over the past few months, she has seen various physicians and various neurologists. Currently, she is seeing Dr. Gaya and is scheduled to see Mayo Clinic in April. The patient has extreme stuttering of the speech and poor memory. She apparently one day was putting *_____0.27______* on the plate instead of the sandwich and neurologically she is getting worse. She has apparently had multiple tests and was told she does not have multiple sclerosis although the exact diagnosis is still uncertain. The patient is still currently stuttering and has poor memory.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

1. Iron deficiency anemia, status post IV iron, currently improved.

2. Neurological complaints as mentioned above, workup pending at Mayo Clinic.

3. Status post gastric bypass.

PLAN:

1. Her CBC today is within normal limits. Hemoglobin is 13, hematocrit 39.1, white count 4.5, and platelets 166,000. We will get a ferritin level. The patient has an appointment to see a psychologist Dr. Poetter and also the Mayo Clinic appointment.

2. Hematologically, she is doing well.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
