Dear Dr. Phillips:

This is a followup note on Ms. Pritz. As you recall, she is an 81-year-old lady who is doing remarkably well for her age. She has a history of breast cancer, status post bilateral mastectomy. Clinically, she is doing very well. Denies any fevers, chills, night sweats, weight loss, abdominal pain, urinary or bowel complaints. No headaches or visual complaints.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

1. Right-sided breast cancer in July 2005, ER positive, PR negative, HER-2 positive, status post AC and Arimidex for five years.

2. Left-sided modified radical mastectomy in1990, on tamoxifen for five years.

3. Osteoporosis, refusing bisphosphonates.

4. History of ureteral stricture.

5. Hypertension.

PLAN:

1. CBC and CMP prescription given.

2. Advised the patient that there are multiple other treatments for osteoporosis now and that she should get a bone density. She will discuss this with Dr. Phillips. She is doing well from the oncology standpoint. Follow up in one year.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
