Dear Laurel:

This is a followup note on Mr. Costanzo. He is a 46-year-old gentleman who had presented in the hospital back in December because of increasing night sweats, fevers, adenopathy, and was found to have stage IIIB classical mixed cellularity Hodgkin’s disease with poor prognostic features, bulky disease, fevers, night sweats, anemia, and hypoalbuminemia. The patient subsequently also was found to have Coombs positive hemolytic anemia, got IV gamma globulin and steroids. PET scan was done, which showed multiple varying sizes of hypermetabolic lesions involving the lymphatic chains from the neck to the pelvis, more prominent increased *______0.40_____* on the right, and multiple FDG avid lesions were also seen in the thoracic and lumbar vertebral bodies and pelvis bone and femur. Bone marrow aspiration and biopsy was done, which was unremarkable with no evidence of Hodgkin’s disease. The patient was then transferred to Ocala Regional and got chemotherapy with BEACOPP, which he tolerated fairly well and this was followed by Neulasta. He returns today for a followup. His appetite is very good. His fevers, chills, and night sweats have abated. His sed rate was fairly high in the hospital as well at the time of presentation.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

1. Stage IIIB Hodgkin’s disease, multiple lymphadenopathy and also some bone lesions noted, status post one cycle of BEACOPP.

2. Coombs positive hemolytic anemia, status post IVIG and steroids, stable.

3. Lesion in the left frontoparietal area, apparently a benign cyst.

4. Numbness and tingling, which is very minimal due to vincristine.

PLAN:

Objectively, there is no evidence of neuropathy. We will get a repeat LDH. Continue with second cycle of BEACOPP next week and reevaluate him with another PET scan after this.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in his care.
