Mrs. Peacock is a 69-year-old lady with a history of stage IIIB cervical cancer, 2/17 lymph nodes positive, T2BN1M0 who received radiation therapy with weekly platinum from which she had extreme pancytopenia. Subsequently, she underwent intracavitary brachytherapy and four cycles of carboplatin and Taxol. Original diagnosis was made in July 2010. She clinically is doing well. She has gained another seven pounds. Denies any abdominal pain, urinary or bowel complaints. No vaginal bleeding. No fevers, chills, or night sweats.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

Colonoscopy in March 2010 was normal. Mammogram in April 2012 was normal.

IMPRESSION:

1. Stage IIIB cervical cancer, T2BN1M0, status post weekly platinum and radiation therapy, intravaginal radiation, four cycles of carboplatin and Taxol, diagnosed in July 2010.

2. Hypertension and diabetes mellitus.

3. Small lung nodules and adrenal nodules, stable.

4. Mild hypercalcemia in the past.

PLAN:

1. Clinically, the patient seems to be doing well. Her hemoglobin is stable at 11.7. White count and platelets are normal. We will get a PET scan.

2. CA-125.

3. Mammogram in April.

4. Bone density. Clinically, the patient is doing well. She is accompanied by husband today. Plan was discussed with him as well.
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
