01/22/13 – Office visit RE: GUILLIAMS, JACK. Chart No. 1380

Mr. Guilliams is an 82-year-old gentleman with a history of metastatic Zollinger-Ellison syndrome since 1996 who returns today for a followup. He forgot to take his Prilosec for a few days. He had an episode of vomiting and diarrhea a few weeks ago, but since he got his Sandostatin he has been doing well. He is wintering down here in Florida. Denies any abdominal pain or diarrhea at the present time. He still continues to smoke.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

Gastrin level went up from 583 to 679 last month.

IMPRESSION:

1. Metastatic Zollinger-Ellison syndrome since 1996, doing reasonably well on Prilosec and Sandostatin.

2. Diabetes mellitus, hypertension, and hypothyroidism.

3. Chronic active smoker.

4. History of prostate cancer.

5. Hyperlipidemia.

PLAN:

1. CBC and renal profile today.

2. Continue Prilosec and Sandostatin. Currently, he is on 40 mg. He seems to be doing fairly well and if he takes his Prilosec and Sandostatin he feels fairly well. His gastrin level has gone up somewhat and a repeat one will be obtained next month.
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
