SUBJECTIVE: Eugenia has sore throat present for three days, fever, and previous history of flu several weeks ago, but has body aches, sore throat, headache, and myalgia.

OBJECTIVE: Head, ears, eyes, nose and throat exam, mucus discharge from her nose and +1 to 2+ submandibular adenopathy. TMs are clear. Neck: Supple. Lungs: Clear.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Viral syndrome versus strep throat. Rapid strep test was negative, but culture was sent. Possible strep negative in our strep test. Treated with Augmentin 875 mg on a b.i.d. dose. Flu swab was negative. Fluids, rest, and warm saltwater gargles.
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
