SUBJECTIVE:

1. Mr. Deitch is in for followup on his lab work couple of months ago. He has hyperlipidemia, well controlled on atorvastatin 20 mg.

2. Runny nose and head congestion, worse at nighttime and morning, gets nasal congestion and cough.

OBJECTIVE: Head, ears, eyes, nose, and throat exam, mucus discharge from his nose. No maxillary sinus tenderness. No submandibular adenopathy. TMs are clear. Lungs are clear.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Probable viral upper respiratory infection versus allergy, worse at nighttime. He is put on Flonase two sprays to each nostril q.d. If not improved in three to four days, he will start back on Levaquin. He found Levaquin very helpful for the last episode, ______2:19______ long enough.

2. There is a new lesion going on his right arm approximately 0.5 to 1 cm dark, irregular borders. Under local anesthesia it was excised. Base was curetted and treated with ferric sulfate. Sample was sent for pathology. The patient is to call for results in seven to ten days.
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
