1. She is a new patient who has pain in her buttocks in her back area. Exam reveals an abscess at the top of her gluteal flap on the left side, probably early pilonidal cyst. It was excised and drained and about two tablespoons of purulent material was expressed. It was packed with iodoform gauze. She is allergic to penicillin and Omnicef. She was put on doxycycline 100 mg b.i.d. for seven days. Advised not to get pregnant, to use something for contraception. She is not pregnant and not trying to be pregnant. Advised not to take it if she thought she might become while taking it.

2. Pain control. She wants something for pain. She was given Lortab 7.5/500 mg #20 one to two b.i.d. p.r.n. pain.
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
