Dear Dr. Lazo:

This is a followup note on Ms. Howard. As you recall, she is a 76-year-old lady with a history of colon cancer in 2008. She returns today for a followup. Clinically, she seems to be doing well. She has had some episodes of atelectasis and air space disease followed by Dr. Delgado Elvir. She was told to have saline flush for the lungs, but the patient was having fairly bad cold symptoms and did not do this at this time. Currently, she feels better. Denies any significant cough or shortness of breath. In the interim, the patient had apparently a labial abscess, which was drained by Dr. Obanye. She otherwise feels well.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

CAT scan in December 2012 showed left upper lobe air space disease and atelectasis in the right lung.

IMPRESSION:

1. Colon cancer in 2008 stage III, 3/9 lymph nodes positive, status post FOLFOX x6.

2. Diabetes mellitus and COPD.

3. Asthma.

4. Coronary artery disease, status post CABG.

5. Lung infiltrates followed by Dr. Delgado Elvir.

6. Mild anemia, improved.

7. Status post left labial abscess I&D.

PLAN:

1. CBC, CMP, and CEA.

2. Mammogram.

3. Bone density. Her colonoscopy in October 2012 was normal. Follow up in three months.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
