Dear Dr. Marques:

This is a followup note on Mrs. Redding. As you recall, she is a 62-year-old African-American female followed here for IgG gammopathy, anemia, and B12 deficiency. Clinically, the patient seems to be doing well now. However, back a week ago, the patient had passed out and had syncopal episode lasting for about two to three minutes and was taken to the hospital. She apparently was kept there overnight and had a CT scan of the head, carotid studies, etc., which were unremarkable. She has been seeing Dr. Gaya previous to that because of history of migraines. It was felt that her symptoms may be related to bladder infection. Apparently, she had an echocardiogram done, etc., which was unremarkable. Currently, she is feeling well. Denies any chest pain, headaches, visual complaints, numbness, tingling, or paresthesias.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

1. IgG kappa gammopathy.

2. Hypertension.

3. Gastric bypass in 1990.

4. B12 deficiency.

5. Benign fibroma or bone island of the left femur.

6. History of migraine for many years followed by Dr. Gaya.

PLAN:

1. We will get a CBC and CMP. Also, the patient had hypokalemia in the hospital. We will get a magnesium level.

2. Repeat electrophoretic studies including serum protein electrophoresis, immunofixation, free kappa and lambda light chains, and quantitative immunoglobulins. We will also get records from Monroe, Dr. Gaya, and from Dr. V. Reddy. The patient is scheduled to see Dr. V. Reddy today.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
