Dear Dr. Monical:

This is a followup note on Mrs. Patterson. She is a 64-year-old lady with a history of breast cancer. Her original diagnosis was made in 1995 at which time she had lumpectomy done on the right side. In 2005, the patient had local recurrence and underwent a right modified radical mastectomy, ER/PR positive tumor, HER-2 was positive. It was stage I disease. She underwent AC and Herceptin followed by Arimidex for five years. She returns today for a followup. Clinically, she is doing very well. She is on no medications. No fevers, chills, night sweats, weight loss, abdominal pain, urinary or bowel complaints.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

Breast cancer in 1995 stage I disease at which time she got lumpectomy and CMF chemotherapy. Subsequently, she had a local recurrence in 2005 and had mastectomy followed by AC, Herceptin, and Arimidex for five years completed in December 2011.

PLAN:

Clinically, the patient seems to be doing very well. We will get a CBC, CMP, CEA, and CA 15-3. Follow up in four to six months.
