His right TM is red, but not bulging. His left TM is within normal limit. His oropharynx is benign. His neck is supple and palpably normal. His nares are without abnormality.

P:
I talked to the patient and his mother that although his ear was red, I did not think he needed antibiotics today. I did write him SNAP prescription for a Z-PAK and they are aware to fill this if the ear pain becomes severe, he gets more ill or develops a fever. They are agreeable to this plan.
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
