Dear Dr. Premsrirut:

I had the pleasure of seeing Angel Rodriguez-Torres in the office today for a followup office visit. Angel was last seen in the office on 06/09/2011. He is an ex-30-week preemie who was initially seen at about 15 days of age at UMC Hospital Medical Center. He required a ventriculoperitoneal shunt. He has only had one surgery and his shunt was implanted on 10/28/2004 a Medtronic level 1.5 valve. He has not required any revisions in the past. He had at one point moved to Mexico and I had not heard back from the family at all. He returned back on 06/09/2011 at which point I recommended a followup shunt survey and CT of the brain. In the office today, mother states he overall does well. She did bring him to the hospital about three months ago with a headache. He apparently was admitted to UMC Hospital and later discharged. He is almost 9 years of age right now. At this time, at present he is not having any persistent headaches or any vomiting. His CT scan was done on 01/08/2013 as well as shunt survey. The CT scan shows that the ventricles are asymmetric and mildly increased in size as compared to the prior studies dating back from 07/31/2011 and 07/17/2007. Even though they are minimally enlarged as compared to the prior studies, overall they are still fairly small in size.

On exam, he is awake and alert. He seems happy in no acute distress. His pupils are equal and reactive to light. He does have some occasional disconjugate eye movements. He does have developmental impairment. He has cerebral palsy with spasticity more on the right than the left. His heart has a regular rate and rhythm. Chest is clear. Abdomen is soft and benign. Extremities are warm and dry with no erythema or edema. Reflexes are somewhat brisk. At this point, I had discussed with the mother that I had recommended a followup MRI of the brain and return to the office in four months. She is in agreement with returning to the office.
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Of note, on his CT scan his ventricular catheter seems to be getting little short given his normal growth she wants the original shunt. I told her at some point he may require revision surgery and we will see what the MRI looks like on his next visit in six months.
