Dear Dr. Deven:

This is a followup note on Mrs. Gay. She is a 76-year-old lady with a history of IgG lambda monoclonal gammopathy, which I have been following for many years. Clinically, she seems to be doing well except for chronic joint pains. However, in December, she was noted to be iron deficient and also B12 deficient. She is currently on B12 once a month and was given IV iron. Her stools were Hemoccult negative. She denies any abdominal pain, urinary or bowel complaints. She is still very tearful about her husband’s Alzheimer and progressively aggressive behavioral issues with her stepdaughter. She denies any change in bowel habits.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

1. Iron deficiency anemia, status post IV iron on 12/12/12, Hemoccult negative.

2. IgG lambda gammopathy.

3. Positive ANA and positive anti-SSA.

4. B12 deficiency.

5. Coronary artery disease followed by Dr. Gummadi, status post PTCA.

PLAN:

CBC and ferritin. Her last electrophoretic studies on 11/29/12 were fairly stable. We will repeat electrophoretic studies. Continue B12 once a month. Also, we will get a skeletal survey. Follow up in three months.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
