Dear Dr. McFadden:

This is a followup note on Ms. Lukasavage. As you recall, she is a 73-year-old lady with a history of stage II breast cancer who underwent right-sided lumpectomy, 1/3 lymph nodes positive, ER/PR positive, status post TC x4, HER-2/neu negative, and radiation therapy. She returns today for a followup. She has lost about eight pounds. She has been having extreme burping and heartburn. She is scheduled to see the GI doctor in the next few days. She saw Dr. Eligeti and underwent carotid studies and echo Doppler, which according to her was normal. She denies any true chest pain although she does complain of severe heartburn, etc.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

1. Heartburn and excessive burping, to be scheduled to see GI per patient.

2. Stage II breast cancer, T2N1M0, original diagnosis in May 2011, 2.2 cm tumor, 1/3 nodes positive, right-sided lumpectomy, ER/PR positive, status post TC x4, radiation therapy, HER-2/neu negative, on Arimidex.

3. TAH-BSO.

4. Diabetes mellitus.

5. Degenerative joint disease in the right knee.

PLAN:

1. CBC, CMP, CEA, and CA 15-3.

2. Follow up after GI evaluation.

3. Bilateral mammogram in February. Continue Arimidex. Clinically, the patient seems to be doing well. Follow up in three months.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
