This is a followup note on Mr. Olsen. As you recall, he is a 51-year-old gentleman with a history of obstructing colon cancer stage II who refused chemotherapy, original diagnosis was made in January 2010. The patient has had problems with repeated falls and this is felt to be secondary to seizures. The patient has a history of seizures for many years and he has been followed by neurologist at Shands and his seizure medications are being adjusted. He denies any fevers, chills, night sweats, abdominal pain, urinary or bowel complaints.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

Colonoscopy in February 2012 was normal.

IMPRESSION:

1. Stage II obstructing colon cancer, T3N0M0, 20 lymph nodes negative, refused chemotherapy, original diagnosis in July 2010.

2. Mild mental retardation.

3. Seizure disorder.

PLAN:

CBC, CMP, and CEA. If the CEA is stable, we will follow up in three months.
