Dear Leon:

Richard Killip is a known case of carcinoma of prostate, referred for radiation.  As per my previous letter of 10/18/12, the patient planned with external RT to the prostate and now completed radiation as of 01/16/13.  The radiation treatment particulars as follows:

Site:  Pelvis/prostate.

Energy:  6 MV photons.

Dose:  The patient received dose of 7560 cGy given in 42 fractions by MLC technique and IMRT and IGRT technique.

Dates of Treatment: The patient received radiation from 11/14/12 to 01/16/13.

Elapsed Days:  The patient received 42 treatments in 63 elapsed days.

Radiation Reactions:  The patient tolerated the treatment well without acute problems.  However, the patient does have frequency of urination and perineal irritation.  The side effects may resolve in couple of weeks.

Plan:  I advised the patient to see in four weeks for postradiation complementary checkup.
