Dear Rob:

This is a followup note on Mrs. Heath. She is a 64-year-old lady with a history of stage III adenocarcinoma of the lung, status post chemotherapy and radiation therapy. She was in the hospital in October with bilateral pneumonia, episodes of dizziness, and falls. This is much better after her medications have been changed. While she was in the hospital in October, she got two units of packed RBCs. Clinically, she feels well. She has gained about 17 pounds. Her breathing is better. Denies any hemoptysis, fevers, chills, or night sweats.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

1. Bilateral pneumonia in September, doing well.

2. PET scan in September showing reduction of thoracic abnormalities with some post treatment changes in the left greater than right lung.

3. Stage IIIB adenocarcinoma of the lung, status post weekly carboplatin, Taxol, and radiation therapy followed by three cycles of carboplatin and Alimta completed in August 2012. PET scan in September was normal.

4. Bilateral PE and DVT.

5. Atrial fibrillation, on Pradaxa.

6. Anemia, status post two units in October.

7. Bilateral pneumonia in September, which is better.

PLAN:

1. CBC, CMP, and port flush.

2. Schedule PET scan. If this is stable, we will see her back in three months.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
