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S:
Today, Mackenzie presents after brought in by mother after presenting here yesterday for a syncopal episode that morning and tachycardia. There had been some mild chest pain retrosternal in nature when this occurred, but no shortness of breath. She does complain of occasional palpitations. She supposedly has had some intermittent fast heart rate problems several times before this episode. There was no chest pain before. She had an EGD done in November 2012 revealing erythema of the middle third of her esophagus and the lower third. She is currently on omeprazole and Bentyl. She has a history of mild persistent asthma, left thyroid nodule for which she had a fine needle aspiration in February 2011 revealing a hyperplastic nodule only. Today, she is still having some tachycardia without a fever.

Reviewed PMH/Allergies/FH/SH. Any changes that have been made are recorded on the left side of the chart.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Remarkable for occasional fatigue, arthralgias, myalgias. Otherwise unremarkable except as stated above.
