Dear Dr. Tenby:

I had the pleasure of seeing Sydney Pedego in the office today for a followup office visit. Sydney was last seen for initial consultation on 11/20/2012. At that point, she was referred in regards to macrocephaly. She has not had any imaging done. She otherwise looks good neurodevelopmentally and I had recommended continued conservative followup. We were able to obtain the prior head circumference records from your office and it seems early on at about 1 month of age she was more around the 90th percentile. On her last visit with me, she was just above the 95th percentile and her head circumference was 45 cm. She presents back to the office today for a followup visit. She is with both mother and father. They feel that she is doing well neurodevelopmentally. In the office today, her head circumference is 46 cm, which is above the 95th percentile that seems to be starting to follow more of a curve along that percentile. She is awake and alert. She seems happy in no acute distress. She is interacting quite well. She has a small soft and flat fontanelle. Strength and tone are good. Heart has a regular rate and rhythm. Chest is clear. Abdomen is soft and benign. Extremities are warm and dry with no erythema or edema. Sensation is intact. Reflexes are +2.

In summary, Sydney is a pleasant 7-month-old with macrocephaly. At this point, her head circumference seems to be tapering off just above the 95th percentile. At this point, I recommended continued conservative followup with return to the office in two months. They are in agreement with returning to the office at that time. At this point, I have not ordered any imaging although we did discuss possibility of doing so in the future, but if she drops back down into the within normal percentile range may be we could hold off.
