Dear Dr. Sirsy:

I had the pleasure of seeing Pookela Sanay in the office today for a followup office visit. Pookela was last seen in the office on 09/04/2012. He has a past history of craniosynostosis. He underwent total calvarial reconstruction on 12/15/2010 and he has been followed in the office in regards to enlarged ventricles. In the past, I had recommended a ventriculoperitoneal shunt and they sought a second opinion from Dr. Kelly Schmidt and they had not wanted to proceed with shunting and wanted to continue conservative followup. Otherwise developmentally, he seems to be doing well. His last MRI was done on 01/18/2013. I did review the study and compared to the priors dating all the way back to 12/07/2010. Overall, the ventricles appear enlarged. The lateral and third appear somewhat more enlarged than the fourth ventricle. Overall, the ventricles do not seem significantly changed as compared to those studies. The Chiari seems somewhat less pronounced than the most recent sagittal MRI as compared to his preop study. He is awake and alert. He seems happy and comfortable in no acute distress. Pupils are equal and reactive to light. Cranial nerves are intact. Strength and tone are good. Heart has a regular rate and rhythm. Chest is clear. Abdomen is soft and benign. Extremities are warm and dry with no erythema or edema. At this point, they are in agreement with returning to the office in one year for a followup MRI of the brain. Of note as well, he is not having any complaints of any headaches.
