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The patient is here for pain and redness around the lateral aspect of the PEG site. There is no discharge, but on examination he is somewhat tender. He appears that the patient may have partially pulled the feeding tube out. However, the patient states that he has been using it without any problem. His only problem is that of pain. After explaining the procedure to the patient, the patient agreed to removal of the PEG. I proceeded to pull the feeding tube without any complications noted. The patient had no significant bleeding. Cultures from the area are obtained. The patient will be started on clindamycin 300 mg three times a day for 10 days. Review of the Holter monitor reveals the presence of atrial fibrillation between 9 p.m. and midnight. The patient has some episode of palpitation that resulted in hospitalization for observation the end of December 2012. Therefore, I believed that the patient has paroxysmal atrial fibrillation. The patient will be started on anticoagulation with Coumadin. His heart rate is controlled now and he has sinus rhythm. I explained the rational to the patient regarding the use of anticoagulation. Due insurance issues, the patient will wait for the cardiology evaluation that he switches insurance. He is asymptomatic at present. He will come to the Coumadin Clinic every Wednesday or Tuesday. We will see him again in one week.
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
