The patient is here before his scheduled appointment because he had an episode of blurred vision, where he felt very dizzy and lightheaded. He states that he has had little compliance with medication at this time. The patient has to hold his medications since the last visit here on 01/15/13. He is requested home health evaluation. The patient may benefit from home health evaluation to ensure compliance with medication and to monitor home environment. The patient will need a blood pressure monitoring system it is provided by the home health agency. We will adjust the losartan down to 50 mg once a day. We will keep the patient on carvedilol for the time being. He has a weak pulse mostly in the right upper extremity. His blood pressure is in the low side of normal at 126/64 with a pulse slightly bradycardiac 48 to 52 hours measured in the office. The patient will be reevaluated in one week. His symptoms of dizziness are consistent with bradycardia. We will need to rule out cardiac dysrhythmia.
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
