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I:  Viral illness with negative rapid flu test.

P:  1)  Discussed with mother that there is a chance the rapid flu test result is a false negative result.  Discussed the option of starting Tamiflu anyway.  Mother is hesitance because of the potential GI side effects of Tamiflu.  She does not want Kennedy to vomit from the medicine.  2)  Prescription was provided for Tamiflu 6 mg/mL, 5 mL by mouth twice daily times five days.  If she is worsening over the next 24 hours, parents will fill the prescription and treat her.  Otherwise continue symptomatic care.  Call for any worsening symptoms especially persistent high fevers five days or greater and worsening cough.  Encourage plenty of fluids.  Recheck as needed.
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
