HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Green was seen in the office on January 22, 2013 for a followup. He has polycythemia. He requests intermittent phlebotomy. His last phlebotomy was in September. He is telling me that initially he felt weak after that he felt better. He does not smoke, but he dips tobacco.

OTHER MEDICAL PROBLEM: Significant for history of prostatitis and prostate biopsy, which was benign, COPD, hypertension, and history of removal of multiple skin cancers.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Include baby aspirin, Symbicort, Spiriva, and lisinopril/hydrochlorothiazide. He is off metoprolol.

REVIEW OF THE SYSTEMS: He does have flushing of face and redness of face. Denies any abdominal weight loss, headache, dizziness or any other signs or symptoms of hyperviscosity.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Noted. His weight is 233 pounds, blood pressure 131/94, temperature 97.8, pulse 82 per minute, and respiration 12 per minute.

HEENT: Conjunctivae are pale. Sclerae are nonicteric.

Lungs: Clear.

Abdomen: Soft. There is no palpable splenomegaly or hepatomegaly.

Extremities: No edema.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs are being drawn today.

IMPRESSION/PLAN: The patient with polycythemia. His last hemoglobin was 16.2 in September after that he had phlebotomy so the expect hematocrit below 45% today. We continued to observe him for now. Today, we have not done any phlebotomy. Today, we had difficultly obtaining his blood, so we have done only CBC.
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
