REASON FOR REQUEST: High platelet.

Thank you Dr. Jones:

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Ms. Hess is referred to me from Dr. Jones for high platelet. She is a 54-year-old female patient who is a chronic smoker. She also has hepatitis C. She had a CBC done on January 1, 2013 and her platelet count was 595,000.

OTHER MEDICAL PROBLEMS: Significant for diabetes, chronic pancreatitis, chronic back pain, hypertension, GERD, hyperlipidemia, previous history of alcohol abuse.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died at age of 42 from alcoholic liver disease. Grandfather on mother side had cirrhosis of the liver.

REPRODUCTIVE HISTORY: She has five pregnancies and three living children. Age at menopause 50.

PERSONAL & SOCIAL HISTORY: She is divorced. She lives alone. She is disabled. She does smoke chronically and she smokes at least 15 cigarettes per day. She had previous history of alcohol abuse, but none now.
REVIEW OF THE SYSTEMS: Positive for lot of weight, fatigue, chronic dental problem, hypertension, chronic constipation, degenerative arthritis, tingling and numbness in the fingers and toes, diabetes, and history of skin cancer. She also has hepatitis C.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Noted. Her weight is 111 pounds, blood pressure 140/85, temperature 97.9, pulse 60 per minute, and respiration 12 per minute.

HEENT: Conjunctivae are pale. Sclerae is mildly icteric.

Abdomen: Distended. There is a midline scar of abdominal surgery.

Extremities: No edema.
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LABORATORY DATA: WBC 6.5, hemoglobin 13.1, MCV 93.9, and platelets are 595,000. Blood smear shows giant platelets.

IMPRESSION/PLAN:

1.
The patient with high platelet count. We first need to rule out iron deficiency. She may have essential thrombocytosis. For now, she will continue on aspirin once a day. Other likelihood for high platelet count could be chronic pancreatis. I have also advised her to stop smoking.

2.
Hepatitis C. She does go to GI doctor in Dallas.
