HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Ms. Parrish was seen in the office on 01/22/13 for chemotherapy. She has ER/PR positive stage IV breast carcinoma. She has undergone right breast lumpectomy and radiation. She also had a palliative radiation to right pelvis. Currently, she is having right hip pain. She is scheduled to get three weeks of radiation treatment. She was on chemotherapy with carboplatin and Gemzar with some response. Her last PET scan had shown decrease activity in the bones. Today, she is here for the chemotherapy, but I have the changed the chemotherapy to carboplatin and Taxol. Because of concurrent radiation and also with Gemzar-based chemotherapy, she has significant pancytopenia requiring multiple interruptions of the chemotherapy.

OTHER MEDICAL PROBLEMS: Significant for hypertension, diabetes, dyslipidemia, and lower leg swelling, which is improved.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Reviewed with her.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She still has right hip pain, which is still not under control. She also has side effects from MS Contin like nausea, constipation, and vomiting.

LABORATORY DATA: WBC count is elevated due to Neupogen, hemoglobin and platelets are close to baseline.

IMPRESSION/PLAN: The patient with state IV breast carcinoma with diffuse bone metastasis. She still has right hip pain. I have advised her to increase MS Contin to 30 mg twice a day. She is also advised to take laxative for constipation. Today, she has received carboplatin and Taxol-based chemotherapy. She understands all the side effects including hair loss.
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
