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CLINICAL INDICATION:

Neurological evaluation for purposes of continuity of care.

History of neck and back pain with cervical and lumbar degenerative and discogenic disease.

History of dyssomnia.

Prior treatment for anxiety and depression.

History of tobacco use disorder.

Previous history of stress, fracture of right ankle, torn meniscus of right knee.

Victory reports that he was injured with problems with his back, knee, and neck 10 years ago.

CURRENT MEDIATIONS:

Percocet 10/325 mg one tablet up to four times per day, Soma 350 mg at h.s., alprazolam, simvastatin, and gabapentin.

Dear Dr. Light:

Victor Franzella returned today for reevaluation.

As you may know, he has been seen here on a continuity of care basis for management of his pain and pain symptoms.

Following reevaluation with assessment of his Pain Outcomes Profile and the Pain Assessment and Diagnostic tools, I readjusted his medication from hydrocodone to oxycodone with Tylenol.

Victor reports that he developed a persistent nausea and vomiting with emesis on the medication.
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At this time, he has pretty much had to stop the medication.

I will refill the hydrocodone to take up to four to five tablets per day maximum.

I have asked him to call us should this not improved his clinical symptoms.

In the past, he has had adverse reactions to other narcotic analgesics including oxycodone and OxyContin.

He has ever been tried on Dilaudid.

He failed on a trial of the Butrans patch.

Inconsideration of his persistent symptoms, he will undergo medical reevaluation for possible other measures that could be taken to manage his pain.

Alprazolam has been useful at bedtime typically for controlling symptoms of anxiety.

I will send an additional report when he returns.
