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CLINICAL INDICATION:

Neurological evaluation with concurrent care for degenerative lumbar discogenic disease.

Comorbid problems:

Methylmalonic acidemia (nutritional malabsorption/deficiency vitamin B12).

Findings of nutritional insufficiency with vitamin B1 thiamine deficiency, vitamin D-25 (D2 - treated).

Clinical history and symptoms of insomnia/dyssomnia.

Nocturnal restlessness with symptoms of restless leg syndrome.

Neuropathic distal pain – treated.

Dear Dr. Vance:

Ron Williams returned today for reevaluation.

Over the last several months, we have managed to readjust his current regimen shifting narcotic analgesics from short term to a long acting patch and then discontinue his narcotics all together.

Currently, he is taking Topamax.

His pain evaluation on the pain outcomes profile and the Pain Assessment and Documentation Tool (PADT) shows no adverse reaction, moderate level of pain scores on his current regimen.

Previously, he was taking up to two Celebrex per day.
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Currently, he has symptoms of mild continuous allodynia with chronic daily cephalgia with some symptoms of asymmetry suggesting migraine.

Inconsideration of further pain management, *__________01:38________* of normal physiological function, I am going to initiate topiramate 50 mg increasing to as much as 50 mg twice a day over a period of four weeks while we obtain followup diagnostic laboratory studies for further treatment.

The Celebrex medication will be readjusted to 400 mg per day if this is tolerable.

I will see him for med reevaluation with an additional report.
