This patient is here for followup evaluation of CHF, history of atrial fibrillation, and history of mitral valve replacement. The patient has had a history for hemoptysis following mitral valve replacement. She does maintain her INRs in therapeutic range around 2.5 to 2.6. She is presently also on Xanax 0.25 mg p.r.n., for anxiety attack. She uses Betapace 80 mg twice daily, Ecotrin one daily, Lipitor 80 mg h.s., Coumadin 2.5 mg to alternate with 1 mg, and Detrol LA 4 mg daily for incontinence. There is a prior history of coronary bypass grafting as well and congestive heart failure, which is now compensated. She is not on any diuretics presently. She does take Benicar 40 mg daily and atenolol 25 mg a day and has used the Ventolin inhaler on p.r.n. basis. Her other review of systems is negative. The patient is allergic to penicillin and Darvon.

O:
On exam, this is an elderly averagely built white female, in no distress.
Vital signs: Blood pressure 120/70. Pulse 100. Respirations 22. Temperature 97.0. Weight is 163 pounds. Saturation is 91%. HEENT: Head is normocephalic. Tongue is moist. Nasal mucosa is edematous. Throat is injected. Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. Chest: Distant breath sounds with expiratory wheezes throughout both lung fields. Heart: Heart sounds are irregular. S1 and S2 are heard. Abdomen: Soft and benign. No masses. Extremities: Varicosities. 1+ edema. Normal reflexes.

A:
1. CHF compensated with history of atrial fibrillation.

2. History of mitral valve replacement and chronic dyspnea.

3. Anxiety disorder.

P:
The patient will get refills on Xanax 0.25 mg t.i.d., p.r.n. Continue with the Coumadin 2.5 mg alternate with 1 mg and refill the sotalol 80 mg b.i.d., and atenolol 50 mg a day. Follow up here in approximately three months.
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
