CTA ABDOMINAL AORTA ATTENTION TO RENAL ARTERIES

FINDINGS: The abdominal aorta was normal in diameter throughout its course. The suprarenal abdominal aorta was normal in appearance with no evidence of plaque. The celiac axis, SMA, and renal arteries are unremarkable in appearance. In the infrarenal abdominal aorta, there is a small amount of soft and calcified plaque causing approximately 10 to 15% diameter reduction. Calcified plaque is apparent in the proximal right iliac artery causing approximately 15% reduction. Also noted on this study are some degenerative bony changes. The patient appears to have diffuse fatty infiltration of the liver. There is minimal scar in the lung bases. There appears to be a very large body habitus which causes some degradation of the images. There is a 1 cm diameter calcification in the lower pole of the left kidney.

IMPRESSION: Small amount of soft and calcified plaque in the infrarenal abdominal aorta and extending into the right iliac artery. No evidence to suggest significant plaque.
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
