This patient is here for evaluation of COPD, history of bronchiectasis, and chronic cough as well as history for fungal colonization. The patient has had history of recurrent bronchitis and bronchiectasis. She has had a bronchoscopy done in September 2012. The bronchial washings grew Fusarium species. The patient has had chest x-rays and since then chest x-ray have shown mild chronic infiltrates with no acute disease. The patient denies any fevers, night sweats, chills, or hemoptysis. She has not lost any weight. Most recent blood work was unremarkable except for blood sugar of 122. The patient also has had a prior history of knee replacement surgery, hysterectomy, tonsillectomy, and cervical spine fusion. She has had coronary artery disease with stenting. There is a history for C-spine fusion. She has a history of depression and anxiety. Present medicine also includes metformin, Celexa, Advair, Ventolin, and Celebrex. There is a remote history of smoking.

O:
On exam, this is an averagely built middle-aged white female, in no acute distress.
Vital signs: Blood pressure 120/80. Pulse 72. Respirations 22. Temperature 97.0. Weight is 165 pounds. Saturation is 97%. HEENT: Tongue is moist. Nasal mucosa is injected. Throat is injected. Neck: Supple. Chest: Distant breath sounds with wheezes bilaterally. Heart: Heart sounds are regular. S1 and S2 are heard. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and benign. Extremities: No edema. Normal reflexes.

A:
1. Bronchiectasis with COPD.

2. History of diabetes mellitus and hypertension.

3. History of fungal colonization of the lung.

P:
The patient was given doxycycline 100 mg b.i.d., for 10 days for exacerbation of bronchiectasis as far as the fungal infection, which is nonspecific. She has already been on Diflucan for two weeks, but follow up visit to be arranged here in approximately three months or earlier if necessary.
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
