INITIAL VISIT

HISTORY: The patient is a 60-year-old Iraqi female who presents today for initial visit with her daughter. She arrived from Iraq in the past few weeks, but she was admitted to the hospital few weeks ago for pneumonia. Today, she feels better. She is here for the refugees’ exam.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Thyroidectomy in 2001 after which she was found to have thyroid cancer and she received chemotherapy and hypothyroidism resulting from the thyroidectomy, pneumonia, stroke, which affected her right hand and right leg few years ago, hypertension, and coronary heart disease. No old records are available.

MEDICATIONS: Norvasc 5 mg once a day and aspirin 81 mg once a week. Also, she is on thyroxine replacement 100 mcg once a day.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She denies any smoking or alcohol. She has five children. She is not working.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
NEUROLOGIC: She has residual weakness in the right hand and right leg.

A/P: Physical is done for the refugees’ exam. PPD skin test was applied. Also, she had a blood tests done. She was vaccinated for Tdap and hepatitis B and she was told that she needs to complete her hepatitis B vaccinations. I told her to go back to her PCP to receive the next dose of hepatis B and also to follow up on her medical problems especially on hypertension because her blood pressure was high. She was seen by PCP Dr. Al-Sarraf. I told her she needs to see him this week to adjust her medicines and to do screening tests.
