The itching is worse at night and sometimes she cannot sleep because of it. Her mother said that the itching and the rash started after they move to a new apartment. She was given her Benadryl. It helps her itching for short time only. Other than that, she feels fine. She used to have medical coverage, but she lost it and she is in the process of getting new one. She started having her menses back in August and she has regular menses now.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
SKIN: Signs of chronic itching in her arms, abdomen, low back, and in her feet but *______01:29______* rashes in between her fingers and her toes.
A/P:
1. Scabies most probably causing these symptoms. I explained this condition to the mother and to the daughter. I gave her permethrin topical to use and also Claritin 
10 mg samples #14 from our office to take one a day and Benadryl 25-50 mg at bedtime for itching and to sleep. Also, I gave her triamcinolone cream to put on the worst itchy areas especially in her feet and toes and in between her fingers, but I told her to come back if not better. Also, I recommended that she go back to her pediatrician as soon as she gets insurance for regular visits and checkups.
