CARDIOLOGY CLINIC NOTE

The patient is here today for followup on atrial flutter.  He has no new symptoms except generalized weakness.  He continues to take his medication as planned.  Denies orthopnea or PND.  No further leg swelling.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:  General:  He has no apparent distress at rest.  Heart:  Cardiac auscultation reveals regular rate and rhythm.  Lungs: Clear to auscultation.  His EKG revealed atrial flutter with controlled ventricular response.

CARDIOVASCULAR ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:
1. PERSISTENT ATRIAL FLUTTER:  The patient continues to be in atrial flutter.  We will continue same medication including amiodarone and Coumadin and all his antihypertensive medications.  His INR checked today, it was 2.3 and we kept on same dose of Coumadin planned for cardioversion once his INR is therapeutic for three to four weeks.

2. HYPERTENSION:  Appeared to be elevated today.  He claims that his blood pressure more controlled at home.  We asked him to check his blood pressure at home and bring us blood pressure home measurements at each doctor’s visit.  Continue the same medication for the time being.

3. OBSTRUCTIVE SLEEP APNEA:  The patient is feeling better on CPAP machine that he is compliant with and uses daily.  We will see the patient again in followup in one week.  At which time, we will check his INR.  He is to call us with any problems or concerns in the meantime.
