1. For his diabetes, this is stable. We will continue metformin 1000 mg twice daily and recheck a hemoglobin A1c and a comprehensive metabolic panel in three months.

2. For his hyperlipidemia, the patient states that he had not been taking his simvastatin 10 mg at bedtime regularly. He has a hard time remembering this medication at bedtime. As a result, I changed him to pravastatin 10 mg, which he could take during the day and hopefully, this will increase his compliance. We will continue niacin 1000 mg daily as well.

3. For his hypothyroidism, the goal for the TSH to be less than 2 and therefore, I increased his levothyroxine to 75 mcg daily. In addition, I hope this ameliorates some of his symptoms of fatigue and decreased stamina.
