1. For her Hashimoto’s thyroiditis, the patient’s latest TSH was well at 0.05. I do not have her current free T4 or free T3 level. I believe that the patient is hyperthyroid. Notably, she has lost about 40 pounds over the last year. This weight loss was intentional and I believe that her dose needs to be reduced. Therefore, I will start the patient on Synthroid 125 mcg daily and recheck a thyroid function panel in six to eight weeks. I believe that a lot of her symptoms related to over-treatment with thyroid hormone, and I believe that we need to decrease her dose secondary to the intentional weight loss of 40 pounds over the last year.

2. For her general medical exam, I will order a fasting comprehensive metabolic panel.
