PLAN:
1. For her diabetes, this is stable. Her latest hemoglobin A1c is 5.0%. She denies any episodes of hypoglycemia. Therefore, we will continue NovoLog 70/30, 5 units only if her blood glucose is greater than 120. If her blood glucose is less than 120, she is to omit her NovoLog 70/30 insulin.

2. For her hyperlipidemia, continue simvastatin 10 mg each evening and recheck a lipid panel prior to her return.

3. For her hypercalcemia, this is the first time I have noted hypercalcemia with a calcium level of 10.7. This could be related to inactivity and her sedentary lifestyle. Now the patient has been placed in a wheelchair. We will check this one more time before evaluating further and checking the PTH and an ionized calcium level. At this time, I have reordered a comprehensive metabolic panel to be checked prior to her return.
