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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient has a kidney transplant that was done on 09/25/2010. This kidney transplant from a 64-year-old donor that had abdominal aortic aneurysm, a single renal artery, 2-2-2 MM, 0% PRA, ____82___ time 11 hours and 31 seconds, revascularization 46 minutes, CMV donor negative, and EBV donor positive. The patient continues to be in a stable condition. He does not have any complaints. The patient has been taking Bumex in order to _____112__ the fluid retention and for that reason, we think that at times he shows deterioration of the kidney function. Currently, the patient has serum creatinine of 2.2 with an estimated GFR of 30%. No evidence of proteinuria. Pending is the level of tacrolimus, but during the prior times, it has been within normal range.

2. The patient has arterial hypertension that is very well under control with current medications.

3. A history of pulmonary embolism that he is on chronic anticoagulation.

4. Secondary hyperparathyroidism that is under control. At the present time, we are going to continue with the same medications and we are going to reevaluate the case in three months with laboratory workup.
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
