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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient has chronic kidney disease stage III. The possibilities entertained at this point are: (1) The presence of diabetes mellitus for over 30 years with some proteinuria. The possibility of diffuse arteriosclerotic process not only related to diabetes, but the presence of hypertension, hyperlipidemia and smoking. He has been smoking for a period of time. This patient has hemodynamic alterations that are related to the presence of liver cirrhosis.

2. Liver cirrhosis that is associated to NASH. This patient was taken to the transplant program in Tampa. The possibility of pancreas liver transplant was entertained; however, they need a cardiac evaluation, but the cardiac evaluation with the level of kidney function that he has is extremely risky in other words he could end up on dialysis. However, I do not see any other alternative in order to give this ____126___ patient some hope.

3. Hyperkalemia that is under controlled.

4. Hypertension that is under controlled.

5. Anemia. Extensive discussion of the case was carried with the patient as well as the wife. They were explained in detail the possibilities. The high risk involved in doing a cardiac catheterization and the lack of hope that he does not do anything. We are going to order the basic laboratory workup and we are going to reevaluate the case in a month.
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
