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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient has a history of membranous nephropathy that was treated with high dose steroids and has been in remission for a lengthy period of time. The patient remains in remission. He is excreting a protein amount of 300 mg/g of creatinine and the kidney function is very well preserved with an estimated GFR around 50 mL/min.

2. CKD stage III.

3. The patient has a history of neoplasm of the bladder and prostate that is followed by Dr. Arciola who is an urologist in town.

4. He has a history of hypertension and hyperthyroidism that have been treated with medication and very well compensated. The patient is in a stable condition. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
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
